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Nadagogo consists of five areas in Kobe and Nishinomiya. These areas are Nishi-Go, Mikage-Go, Uozaki-Go, Nishinomiya-Go, and Imazu-Go. In
June 2018, they were designated by the Commissioner of the National Tax Agency JAPAN as Geographical Indications (Gl) for sake products.
Only those sake breweries that meet the specified production standards can call themselves Gl Nadagogo, and their sake is characterized by a

harmonious balance of flavor elements and a crisp aftertaste.
